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1. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
These instructions are presented in the format that should be used for the preparation of papers, which will be included in a book, to be distributed in the 5th Ibero - Latin American Congress on Fire Safety. The paper shall be drawn up in accordance with these instructions. If these rules are not complied with, the paper cannot be accepted.

The abstract can have a maximum of two (2) pages, and can be written in Portuguese, Spanish or English. The full paper follows the same rules as the abstract, but with a limit of (10) pages.

Unlike abstracts, tables, figures and photographs in the articles may be in color, since only the abstracts will be printed in the books of abstracts. The full papers will be made available in digital format.

The final version of the abstract and the full paper should be submitted through the registration platform available on the 5th CILASCI website (http://www.ipb.pt/cilasci5) in Word version ('* .doc').

2. PREPARATION
2.1 Formatting of the text
The text must be produced in WORD for WINDOWS. The body of the text should have 135 mm wide by 195 mm tall.

The first page header should contain information about the 5th Conference. The remaining headings should contain information on the authors' names (adjusted to the left) and the title of the communication (adjusted to the right), differing between odd and even pages, using ARIAL font in italic format and size 9.

Paragraphs should be fully aligned (left and right). Use a 12-point line spacing for the normal style. Use a range line between each paragraph and after each heading. Use two line breaks between one paragraph and the next heading / Section. Adjust the text so that there are no single lines. All headings should be left aligned.
2.2 Fonts
The body of the text must be produced in the font "Arial", in size 9 points. The headings of the main sections (consisting of a number, eg: 1. GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS) must be formatted in Arial font, 9 points, bold, using upper case. Subtitles of the secondary sections (consisting of two digits, ex: 2.2 Fonts) will also be in Arial, 9 points, bold, with the first letter in uppercase.
2.3 First page: Title, identification of authors and keywords
The first page should include the title, information about the authors (photograph, name, profession, affiliation and location) and a maximum of five (5) keywords. The title should be in caps and should not contain abbreviations, with formatting in Arial, bold, size 11, centered.

If the number of authors is greater than three (3), photographs should not be included and the entire area will be used for the listing of their names, titles, affiliation and location. A table with row size of 1.7 cm and dimensions of interleaved columns of 1.13 cm and 3 cm should be used, as shown in the following example.
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3. EQUATION AND SYMBOLS
The equations should be centered and numbered sequentially, with the number of the equation aligned to the right and in brackets, using Arabic numerals. In multi-line equations, their numbering must be done on the last line. The equations must be made in the same text source (arial and symbol), with the indices 2 points below. Conventional symbols and SI units must be used.

The equations and the text must be separated by a line, and entered in a table with 3 columns, keeping the equation centered in column 2, see Eq. 1.
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Authors should not use cross-references, or if authors decide to edit with this function, should delete the cross-references at the end of the edition process (select all text and press (SHIFT + CONTROL + F9)).
4. TABLES, FIGURES AND PHOTOS
The tables, figures and photographs should be inserted in the text next to their first reference and respecting the stain specified in section 2.1.

The legend of the tables should be placed over these and numbered sequentially with Arabic numerals. The font should be Arial, with a size of 9 points. Do not use vertical lines to delimit the columns of the frames or their outline. Use only horizontal lines to separate the data headers and to limit their outline, see Table 1.

Authors should not use cross-references, or if authors decide to edit with this function, should delete the cross-references at the end of the edition process (select all text and press (SHIFT + CONTROL + F9)).
The figures must be clear and their identification must be done immediately below the figure, respecting the body of the text. They should be numbered sequentially with Arabic numerals. All figures must be identified with a text beginning with an uppercase, in the Arial font, 9 points. The photographs must be clear and, as regards with their identification and numbering, should be considered as figures, see example of Figure 1.

Authors should not use cross-references, or if authors decide to edit with this function, should delete the cross-references at the end of the edition process (select all text and press (SHIFT + CONTROL + F9)).
4. CONCLUSIONS
Acknowledgments should be made in a separate, with unnumbered section at the end of the manuscript and before the references. 
ACKNOWLEDGMENTS
The acknowledgements should be done in a separate section at the end of the text and before the references.

6. REFERENCES
References should be cited in the text by Arabic numerals in square brackets (eg [1]). Their numbering must be sequential and according to the order of citation in the text.

All references must include the author's last name and initials, title of the article (in quotation marks), title of the publication (in italics), volume, year of publication and number of pages.

See example below: [1] - book, [2] - report, [3] - journal article; [4] - conference article; [5] - Thesis.

When references have three or more authors, indicate the first author et al. The numbering of references should be enclosed in square brackets and aligned to the left. The text should be indented 7.5mm from the left margin.

Authors should not use cross-references, or if authors decide to edit with this function, should delete the cross-references at the end of the edition process (select all text and press (SHIFT + CONTROL + F9)).
References to websites are not allowed.
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
